5. Communications plan: Scouter Dave will have his cell phone for communicating with the 
authorities. Parents will be left with a phone tree for information. On trip, the participants will 
have FRS radios for local use while camping and hiking. They will also carry a whistle for 
emergency signalling.


6. Evacuation Plan: In the event of injury, illness or environmental emergency requiring 
evacuation, an assessment will be made by Scouter Chuck as to whether the individual or group 
can be safely moved. They will be transported to the vehicle at the Trailhead and either met 
there by paramedics for transport to hospital, or staging area or home as the situation 
requires. Parents will be informed by the most expedient method. If an individual requiring 
evacuation cannot be moved, a runner will be sent to the trailhead to meet the Paramedics and 
guide them to the casualty.


7. Accident Reporting: Notes of events leading to an emergency incident, action taken and first 
aid treatment will be logged and included with the Scouts Canada Incident Report Form, a copy 
of which will carried by the leadership team during the activity.


8. Responsible Person at home: Scouter Chris Baldry will have a copy of all information 
pertinent to this activity.
